President/Vice President Editorial

There has been a lot happening at the club this year, most of it good, some of it st @ end of the sea-
son approaches we would like to take this opportunity to reflect on what we as a club have achieved and
where we will be heading in the coming year.

Next year, we look forward to a well planned season, beginning with registration days planned for early De-
cember, and in February. By starting this way, we should be able to hit the pitches running early next year,
resolving teams and beginning training well before the start of the season.

The FFV is clear in its push to support the summer regional competition, and it's important that Mooroolbark
be actively involved in that competition. It's where thkented players can show their skills and be selected

for higher levels of competition. If we don't embrace it, we won't attract those players, and those whose skills
we do develop will head for other clubs. Aftersmaving last summer, we're expecting that our grounds will

be used as training and playing venues for the Eastern Region games this summer. We'd like to see as many
Mooroolbark players as possible trying out (and hopefully being selected!) for this competition. It is GREAT
for skills development, and equally effective for coaching and manager development.

This year, we attracted some negative comment with what was seen as a big increase in fees. When you look
at the breakdown of costs, the actual increase was quite small, but fees did go up. The new uniforms (back
to the traditional colours) and the refundable canteen levy made up the bulk of the fee change. The season
started on a shaky financial footing, but with good planning, and excellent fundraising efforts, we're in a
good position now. The fee structure should remain similar for 2010, with reductions available for those play-
ers who choose to reuse this year's uniforms.

Along with the seniors, we chose to employ Darren as our joint Technical DifBei®paid role was a first

The decision was taken this year to run the U18 team as part of the Senior club. At times, this decision has
appeared questionable. It was implemented hastily, and should have been planned better. Both seniors and
juniors have learned from the experience. The aim was to help 'bridge the gap' between the junior players

and the seniors, to provide a playing future for more of our junior players, and to provide a gooebpksger

for the seniors. Some of the problems that have occurred threatened to undermine that process. We still hold

the belief that these problems can be resolved for the remainder of this year, and we WILL improve the proc-
ess for next year.

Aside from a few minor hiccups Mooroolbark Junior Soccer Club have really had an outstanding year of foot-
ball. With a few exceptions of teams clearly being graded incorrectly by the FFV we have produced three
teams that still have not conceded a ganm@ur under 11 Blue team only conceding their first goal last week.
